States, do hereby proclaim to and warn al
persons within the contemplation of said
sixth’section’ to cease participating in, aid-
ing, countenancing ol abetting the exlmng
“rebellion, or auy rebellion ugniust the gov-
ernment o! the United States, and to return
to their proper allegiance to the United
States, on pain of tlie forfeitures and seizures,
as within and by said sixth se¢tion provided.
““And 1 hereby make known that it is my
purpose, upon the riext meeting of congress,
to again recommend the adoption of a prac-
tical measure for tenderitig pecuniary aid to
the freo ‘choice or rejection of any andall
states, which may then be recognizing and
practically sustaining tho authority of the
United States, and which may then have vol-
