REPRESENTATIVE OF ST. LOUIS 
SHOE COMPANY ADDRESSES 

LOCAL MEN MONDAY. 

THE WATER PROPOSITION 

Mayor Patterson Urges Support Of 
Club In Effort To Secure A Large 

\r Number Of Water Users 
For New System. 

A talk by a representative from a 
large St. Louis shoe factory 
featured the meeting of the Sullivan 
Community club held on Monday 
evening at the Masonic dining room. 
The engineer spent Monday visiting 
various sites in the city to find out 
a desirable one should arrangements, 
bo made for that company to start 
a branch factory in Sullivan.v 

Ho spoke of the advantages 
of the factory which employs both 
men and women. The ordinary shoe 
factory employs from 50 to GO per 
cent women and from forty to fifty 
per cent men. For an industry to 
be successful it must have the ability 
to manufacture goods economically 
and must be able to manufacture a 
finished product. Some large plants 
are often unsuccessful because they 
have not sufficient capital behind 
them to tide over the bad years. 

The. engineer said that his company 
was one of the largest man­
ufacturers of shoes in the world. 
The general trend of the shoe busi­
ness . has been to the middle west and 
St. Louis lias bcome the largest 
shoe center in the world. New 
England, which was formerly the 
center of tho manufacturing industry 
is gradually yielding its supremacy in 
the different lines'to more^favorable 
locations, such as the cotton industry 
moving to the south. 

• This St, Louis Shoe company 
is now operating twelve tanneries, 
six of which are their own. The 

'•••company is now on the production 
basis of 1,000,000 pairs.of shoes a 

.month and last month exceeded that 
'.''production. The success of the 
J'company was said to be its stand for 
"fair dealings, both with its own help~ 

and with the retailers ""-who handle 
their goods. The St. Louis com­
pany has also been seeking to lower 
the price of its products preferring a 
larger volume of business and a less 
amount of profit. 

The proposition of a large com­
pany like that from'-St. Louis seek­
ing a bonus was next discussed by the 
speaker. He said that the company 
could get along without it but that 
it was necessary in order to get the 
proper cooperation from the com­
munity seeking the factory to be lo­
cated there. The first year of a 
factory in any community is always a 
bi« expense to the company on 
count of training new help and the 
loss in materials. The cost of equip-

• ping a new factory with machinery 
alone is worth the $75,000 asked as 
a bonus. t 

In locating a factory in any com­
munity the spirit of cooperation was 
said to lie one of the most valuable 
assets. Any new plant needs the co­
operation of the place ..in which it 
locates. This St. Louis Company 
was said to be a valuable one for 
any community on account oi> its 
record of steady employment. Some 
of the requisites for a good factory 
were said to be a good water supply, 
power, light and good shipping facil­
ities. Rather than the size of the 
town the spirit of the people was said 
to be the most valuable asset to a 
factory.

CHICKEN CLINIC IS 
LARGELY ATTENDED. 

There were twenty-five from Sul­
livan registered at the chicken clinic-
held on Thursday of last week at the 
plant of the Wadley Poultry Com­
pany in Mattoon. Drs. S. J. Lewis 
and A. K. Merriman of this city as­
sisted in the demonstration. It is 
estimated that three hundred fifty 
persons brought fowls to the free 
clinic. 

Over four hundred birds were ex­
amined and their diseases diagnosed 
by Dr. E. A. Tunnicliff of the Uni­
versity of Illinois, assisted by thir­
teen veterinarians. Poultry owners 
from a wide radius of Mattoon 
brought sick fowls to' be examined. 

This is said to have been the first 
clinic of this kind held in the state of 
Illinois. " I am very much taken up 
with the idea of holding free chicken 
clinics," said Dr. Tunnicliff, "and wo 
at the university have been given an 
idea which we intend to carry out. 1 
"believe that much, digjjt is due '' Mr. 
J¥#«?ker^"of tAe Wadl^Rompany for 
suggerfing^a free ^JjMfic. Alseady 
there has Been a demand for ' more 
clinics, and I predict they will b 
come general throughout tffe state 
this winter.'' 

About ninety per cent of the fowls 
were found to be infected with 
wqrms. Dr. Tunnicliff said, which is 
the cause of starting many diseases 
in poultry, because of a weakened 
condition through the ravages of the 
worm. 

As a remedy for worms, Dr. Tunn t 
cliff suggests the following feed: 
To one gallon of oats and one gallon 
of wheat add three tablespoonfuls of 
common lye, cook the mixture thor­
oughly and feed it to the fowls 

In addition to the worm infection 
one case of fowl tuberculosis was 
found, two cases of cholera, one case 
of fowl typhoid, several cases of roup 
and three turkeys were found to be 
infected with black head, for which 
no remedy is known. 

It was announced by Dr. Tunni­
cliff that he had agreed to take 
charge of another clinic at Sullivan 
the latter part of this month, and had 
received applications from Mt. Vern­
on and other parts of central Illinois.

THE SETTLEMENT OF 
THE FRENCH DEBT. 

The settlement of the French 
debt still remains in the air. M. 
Callaux returned to France without 
securing the terms he "wanted. He 
returned to his native land because 
the President of N the United States 
did not propose to have French 
statesmen tie up the United States 
with an agreement that was -most in­
definite in its terms. The President 
stands today as he stood since as­
suming the office of Chief Execu­
tive", in securing for our people an 
honest, just; fair recognition of the 
debt that France oweffthis country. 
He does not and never has had any 
desire to force upon France, or any 
other nation, an agreement that 
would work any hardship, but he has 
and still does, insist that the money 
that France borrowed from us came 
from the pockets of the citizens of 
the United States and that they are 
entitled to have the same repaid 
them. 

Citizens of this country of French 
descent are among those who helped 
subscribe the money to loan France 
They are firm in their determination 
that the land of their birth must 
play fair with the citizens of this 
country. A former Frenchman, on 
descendents of Frenchmen, they feel 
that the foreign politicians are not 
acting fairly. They feel that it is a 
reflection upon the French1" citizen. 
They feel that he either has been 
mislead, or been told but half truths. 

Debts, whether they are between 
nations or individuals, are hard-
facts. Frahce today is in a better 
way financially, physically, indus­
trially, than Germany. If the latter 
country can pay the Allies six hun­
dred and twenty-five million dollars 
a year France should at least be able 
to pay the interest she owes on her 
debt to us, and part of the principal. 
The colonial possessions of France 
are larger than they ever were be­
fore. She has regained Alsace-
Lorraine; she possesses large, valu­
able holdings of minerals; she has a 
gigantic stee'l-making organization 
and, incidentally, this has a lower 
production cost than obtains in any 
other country; and, from the very 
best sources obtainable, comes the 
word that France is really in a posi­
tion to pay the debts. 

A large part of the French press 
and numerous Frenchmen have tak­
en keen delight in calling the United 
States a "Shylock." This is most 
unjust. The people of the United 
States want to be kind to France. 
They want to be kind to all nations 
of the world, but the present at­
titude of the -French statesman is 
not conducive to amity. If the 
European Statesmen have an idea 
that the President stands alone in his 
attitude regarding the payment of 
monies owed to the United States 
they are very much mistaken, be­
cause the people in every part of the 
land stand solidly back of the Presi­
dent in regard to his attitude on the 
collection of the money that Europe 
owes us. 

THE RED DEFEAT IN BRITAIN. 
The American people are grati­

fied to learn that the Russian sym­
pathizers had been decisive^ de­
feated in the British labor conven­
tion held recently. I t will not do, 
however, to form the opinion tha t 
the Reds in Britain have been en­
tirely routed! As Ramsey McDon­
ald, leader of the more conservative 
labourites, put it, "The situation is 
not so much changed as clarifie'd." 

It is stated that a new "group of 
extreme laborites is in the process 
of forming, with the evident inten­
tion of splitting the Labor Party 
in Great Britain and winning seats 
in Parliament. There is general ad­
mission that the Red sympathizers 
have made serious inroads in some 
of the labor unions, and they are 
setting out to capture the labor or­
ganizations by "boring in;" They 
have already gained control of one 
important union and have made se­
rious inroads in others, 
v A great many Americans believe 
that British labor is as conservative 
as American labor and that, a revo­
lutionary movement of any serious 
proportions in Great Britain is im­
possible. This, however, is an erro­
neous idea. Conservative laborites 
in -England would be regarded as al­
most radical here. 

And again, the American larborer 
does not belong to any defined class. 
He ;:is just a plain American citizen, 
in most instances owning . his own 
home; with a balance in the bank, 
and" perhaps an automobile. He 
seeks to give his - children an educa­
tion knowing that it ' is quite pos­
sible that some of them will r ise- to 
positions of importance in the coun­
try. !:' ' , •"''!''• 

TheJ-British laborer belongs.tb-^tho 
laboring class with little hope of es­
cape. ."He is class conscious and is. 
jnore and more beginning to think 
as/a laborer, rather'thanvas /an Eng­
lishman. Besides this he . owns no 

property and has no bank" account, 
and this year is very likely out of a 
job and living off the government 
unemployment dole. ' 

The American laborer, reasoning 
as an American citizen and not as 
a member of a laboring class, has 
every reason to be thankful for 
American ideals and the American 
standard of living. And so do the 
rest of the American people, for that 
matter. For anything which breaks 
down, or degrades one section "of 
our people * adversely affects the 
whole. 

DAIRY SIRE TRAIN TO 
. AID IN WAR ON SCRUBS. 

Grade and scrub dairy bulls in this 
section of the state are ' due for a 
sharp setback next month, according 
to plans which are being, made for~ 
the "Better Dairy Sire Special" 
which the Baltimore & Ohio rail­
road, in cooperation with the College 
of Agriculture, University of Illinois 
and other interested agencies, will 
operate through 14 counties in this 
section during the second-and third 
weeks in November. The train not 
only will bring farmers some convinc­
ing arguments on the worth of pure­
bred sires, hu t also will make it pos­
sible for them to get purebred sires 
right on the spot. Representatives 
of the Jersey, Guernsey and Holstein 
breed associations will have a total 
of 50 purebred bulls on the train so 
that' farmers who are interested in 
putting a purebred sire at the head 
of their herd can buy such a sire 
when the train passes through their 
section of the state. 

Care will be taken when these 
50 bulls are selected for the train to 
see that they are true to breed type 
and from high producing dams. All 
of them will be ten months or more 
old and will be guaranteed to be free 
from tuberculosis. 

Arrangements for the sale of a 
good share of these bulls will be 
made before the train comes through 
this part of the state. Representa­
tives of the breed associations will 
visit the farm adviser in each county 
where the train will stop and in 
company with the adviser will t ry to 
see all farmers in that county who 
are interested in getting a bull from 
the train. 

Speeches, exhibits and demonstra­
tions will be among the features on 
the program which will be given dur­
ing the half-day stop that the train 
will make at 19 different towns and 
cities along the B. & O. There will 
be ten cars in the train and .stops 
will be made at Flora, Iuka, Carlyle, 
Breese, O'Fallon, Fairfield, Norris 
City, Ridgeway, Shawneetown, 
Lawrenceville, Summer, Olney, Al-
tamont, Beecher City, Cowden, Pana, 
Taylorville, Springfield and Beards-
town. > 

Arrangements are being made with 
the business men in these various 
towns to give away a bred grade 
heifer to some farmer who visits the 
train at the different stops.

Spurred on by the memories of 
the history-making game with Michi­
gan last fall, Coach Bob Zuppke's 
Illinois football team is working at 
top speed to prepare for Saturday 
when the Wolverines will again in­
vade the stadium bent on exacting 
retribution.'

U N I T E TO FIGHT FOR 
FARM MARKETING ACT. 

E ight of the middle west state 
farm bureaus, representing the mid­
west group of the American Farm 
Bureau Federation, have pledged 
themselves to fight with "unremit­
t ing and determined effort" toward 
the enactment of legislation in the 
next Congress to give agriculture 
equal i ty with industry and labor, 
according to information received by 
F a r m Adviser Turner from the Illi­
nois Agricultural Association. 

These states are Illinois, Iowa, In­
diana, Ohio, Michigan, Wisconsin, 
Missouri and Minnesota. 

Observers of the rural legislative 
bai'ometer regard this as an open 

renewal of the determined fight 
made by farm interests to gain pas­
sage of the McXary-Haugen bill in 
1924 . That fight had considerable 
support in the Middle West, especial­
ly in Iowa and Illinois where the 
Iowa Farm Bureau Federation an 
the Illinois Agricultural Association 
were the strongest state units behind 
the measure , which was designed to 
place agriculture under the protec­
tive tariff system which the farmers 
assisted industry and labor in secur­
ing. 

Fai lure of the McXary-Haugen bill 
did not divorce support from it 
the middlewest, in fact, the defeat 
served to crystallize its adherents . 

Fol lowing is the text of the p ledge 
which was passed unanimously at th 
regular meeting of mid-west farm 
bureau . officials at Chicago last 
w e e k : 

"The effort of the mid-west states 
farm bureaus to improve methods 
of production and market ing , and 
to .speed adjustments in farming to 
meet changing conditions, wi l l be 
pushed vigorously in the future as ir. 
the past, but we insist that in addi 
tion to all the savings that can be 
made thereby, agriculture is entit led 
to and must be accorded the full 
benefits of protect ive tar i f f s if the 
American protect ive sys t em for 
dustry it to be retained. 

"We call attent ion v once m o r e to 
the fact that-world prices of farm 
products will prevail in our domesti 
markets regardless of tari f f sched­
ules since the surplus determines the. 
price of the whole crop, w h e t h e r at 
home or abroad. 

"We therefore p ledge our unre­
mitting and determined e f f o r t ta 
ward the enac tment of legis lat ion to 
give agriculture equal i ty wi th indus 
try and labor in the American pro 
tective sys tem." 

ILLINOIS D A I R Y C A T T L E 
B E I N G T B. T E S T E D 

Nearly two-thirds of the dairy 
cows in Illinois have been tested fo 
bovine tuberculosis and placed under 
I'edoial and state supervis ion accord­
ing to a report of the Ill inois Agri­
cultural Associat ion to the Moultrie 
County Farm Bureau , which is based 
on government f igures . 

"To be exact , 6 1 . 8 per cent 
730,<;02 milk c o w s w e r e in the fav­
ored class on October 1", s tates A. D 
Lynch, director of the Associat ion's 
dairv marketing' department . "With 
only iibout 5 0 0 , 0 0 0 more catt le still 
to be tested, da irymen are looking 
forward to the n o t f a r distant day 
when they can tell the world that 
milk in Illinois is produced from cows 
free from tuberculos is . 

"In September , 6 0 , 8 2 2 head of 
cattle were tes ted . Indications 
point to still greater act iv i ty during 
this month and November . More 
dairymen than ever are s igning ap 
plications to have their herds tested; 
The spirit is to g e t the j o b done as 
quickly as possible , have the reac t 
ors removed for s laughter and re­
ceive the indemnity paid^by the s tate 
and federal governments . '• 

"Consumer s e n t i m e n t on m a n y Illi 
nois ,markets is growing; in l a v o r of 
milk from tested herds t h a t are un­
der federal and state' supervis ion 
Progressive da irymen are . : 'c leaning 
house' to supply this demand, insure 
themselves of a n every -day marke t 
and receive the bene f i t s t h a t a lways 
obtain when a superior grade o f milk 
is furnished."

This 
herd of ten purebred Jerseys were 
put on test "for one year. Six of, the 
cows closed the test with over 500 
pounds of butter fat, thus giving the 
hei*d the Gold Medal of Purdue 
University. 

The exhibit of the American Guern­
sey Cattle club consisted of a herd 
of purebred Guernseys that was 
started from a calf used in a Smith 
Hughes project in 1919. The pres 
ent herd consists of the original calf 
now the dam of three cows, two bulls 
and three grand daughters. It show­
ed what can be accomplished in a 
short time by the right kind of a boy 
with the right kind of livestock. 
Perhaps the out standing feature of 
the Brown Swiss family , was Swiss 
Valley Girl 7th exhibited by Hull 
Brothers of Painesville, Ohio. She 
was the grandchampion Brown Swiss 
cow at the 1924 exhibition. In Dec-: 
ember she will be 16 years of age 
and has been on the show circuit for 
14 years. 

The Ayrshires boasted the herd of 
Alta Crest farms of Spencer, Mass. 
This herd is owned by Arthur H. 
Lagenderple who is a graduate of 
Cornell University. In this herd 
there are 250 head of cattle with an 
average daily production of 2,500 
quarts of milk. This milk sells for 
25c per quart in Boston. -Among 
all breeds there -were many distingu­
ished animals that will have received 
victory or defeat by time these notes 
are printed.
