For sev­
eral days relatives and friends here 
knew of his serious condition and 
his son Dr. Donald Butler was kept 
informed as to his father's condition 
by his uncle, Dr. Lone Butler. Dr. 
Edward Butler arrived from Buffa­
lo, N. Y., last Thursday to be with 
his brother and go to Boulder if 
thought advisable. On. Monday 
morning W. R. Robinson took Dr. 
Edward Butler as far as Mattoon, 
where he caught a train for St. Louis 
to meet his brother Charles who was 
accompanying the body to Sullivan.

Dr. Butler was active in the work 
of the First Presbyterian church in 
this city and for many years was a 
member of the Board of Elders and 
served as clerk of the session of the 
church. He was also teacher of the 
Men's Bible class for several years. 
His going will be particularly missed 
by the members of the congregation 
who had looked to him as .their 
spiritual adviser and friend. 

Dr. S. T. Butler was born in Short 
Creek, Ky., on Sept. 10, 1862". Af­
ter completing the course in the rur­
al schools of the neighborhood he 
attended college in Scottsburg, Ind. 
He taught school in the rural schools 
for four years during which time he 
read medicine under the direction 
of Dr. Slaton his preceptor. In 1887 
he entered the College of Medicine 
and Dentistry at Louisville, Ky., be­
ing graduated with honors in both 
branches in June, 1889. He elect­
ed to follow the practice of dentistry 
rather than that of medicine. 

For four years he practiced den­
tistry a t Leitchfield, Ky., moving to 
Sullivan in March, 1893. 

He was united in marriage on Nov. 
8, 1893, to Miss Austine Roane, who 
preceded him in death. He is sur­
vived by two brothers, J. W. Butler 
of Short Creek, Ky., and Dr. H. M.

ILLINOIS FARMERS ARE i 
NOW FEEDING WHEAT. 

Extensive feeding of wheat in 
place of corn to cattle, hogs, and 
poultry is going on throughout Illi­
nois and adjoining states, according 
to reports received at headquarters 
of the Illinois Agricultural Associa­
tion. ; 

Wm. A. Dennis of Paris, Edgar 
county, who attended an I. A. A. di­
rector's meeting in Chicago recently 
states that farmers in his section are 
not only feeding wlvat which nor­
mally would be sold for cash, but 
that some are buying wheat to feed 
in place of corn. He cited one in­
stance of a neighbor, Bm-t Hoffman 
one of the largest hog growers in 
the community who saved his crop of 
between 2,000 &nd 3,000 bushels to 
grind with oats for his hogs rather 
than buy corn. 

Mr. Dennis states that there will 
be little corn produced south of the 
B. & O. R. R. in Southern Illinois. 
Many ears have only a few grains on 
the cob, although the corn-stalks and 
leaves appear to be normal, he re­
ports. One of his fields on clover 
sod, ho estimates, will produce 35 to 
40 bu. of corn, whereas in a normal 
year it would have produced 60 to 
70 bu. I 

Fred Dietz of DeSoto in Jackson 
county states that farmers who have­
n't already sold their wheat will 
feed it since the corn crop locally is 
a failure. I 

"Many who have sold will buy 
back for feed rather than corn," he . 
said. 

Ray Miller of the I. A. A. staff who 
recently toured through Missouri re­
ports that farmers in the northern 
and central parts of that state are 
grinding wheat on the farm for hog 
feed. Lloyd Nickels, an Indiana 
farmer and director in the Cincinnati 
Producers Association is feeding two 
car loads of hogs on a ground wheat 
ration. Chas. Black of Jacksonville 
reports that farmers in Morgan 
county, 111., are feeding wheat to 
hogs and poultry. W. A. Grant of 
Harrisburg, Saline county, 111., states 
that wheat which at threshing time 
would have brought only 72 cents a 
bushel at the elevator is now being 
sold at $1 per bushel for livestock 
feed in place of corn. 

"Present conditions warrant the 
feeding of wheat to dairy cows," 
states the University of Illinois dairy 
department, 

"Wheat contains 12.4 per cent of 
total protein and 80.1 per cent of 
total digestible nutrients while corn 
contains 9.0 per cent total protein 
and 81.7 per cent of total digestible 
nutrients. Wheat whert ground has 
approximately the same feeding val­
ue as corn for dairy cows, and may 
replace a part or all of the corn in 
the ration. 

"At present prices wheat is selling 
at approximately $28 a ton and corn 
at $33. Under these conditions, 
wheat would furnish 100 pounds of 
total diigeistible nutrients at $1.75 
while 100 pounds of total digestible 
nutrients in the form of corn would 
cost $2.02. Wheat is not a high pro­
tein feed, consequently high protein 
supplements should be used with it 
and other grains under average con­
ditions.""

GASOLINE PRICE DECREASES. 
In 1929 the average wholesale 

price of gasoline was twa per cent 
less than the price in 1913, accord­
ing to the United States Department 
of Commerce. 

A comparison with the changed 
prices of other commodities is sig­
nificant. Since 1913 the cost of 
shoes has increased 117 per cent; 
milk, 93 per cent; bread, 66 per 
cent and eggs, 46 per cent. Gaso­
line is almost alone in showing a de­
crease. 

The mechanical progress made by 
the industry is principally respon­
sible for this state of affairs. To­
day wells are sunk to depths un­
dreamed of fifteen or twenty years 
ago. A constantly rising percent­
age of gasoline is being extracted 
from crude. Cracking, hydrogena-
tion and other processes are playing 
an important part in providing the 
American public with the highest 
grade motor fuel at the lowest pric­
es in our history. 

There is but one fly in the gaso­
line ointment—rising tax rates 
throughout the country. Legislators 
have been adopting the attitude that 
"one cent more won't do any harm." 
As a result we have taxes ranging 
from three to six cehts and it is fore­
cast that ten-cent rates are in store 
in the future. Income states funds 
derived from gas taxes have been 
diverted to other uses than road 
work, thus making the motorist pay 
for. something he doesn't get. 

Unless the American public takes 
a definite stand in opposition to ex­
orbitant gas taxes, the savings made 
possible by the oil industry's pro­
gress will all find their way into the 
hands of the tax collector.

proposing an amendment to the Con­
stitution of the State of Illinois, which 
proposed amendment will be submit­
ted to the People for adoption or re­
jection at the General Election to be 
held on November 4, 1930. 

Senate Joint Resolution No. 1 
Resolved by the Senate of the 

State of Illinois, the House concur­
ring herein, That there shall be sub­
mitted to the electors of this State 
for adoption or rejection at the next 
election of members of the General „ 
Assembly- of the State of Ilinois, in 
the manner provided by law, a pro­
position to amend Article IX of the 
Constitution, by amending sections 1, 
2, 9 and 10 to read as follows: 

Section k.—The General Assem­
bly shall have power to enact laws to 
provide revenue. All real estate for 
the purpose of imposition of taxes 
shall be in one class except that min­
eral lands and land devoted to refor­
estation may be in different classes." 

Section 2. If a tax is imposed' up-
. on incomes the State shall not receive 
more than fifteen per centum of the 
proceeds thereof, after deducting the 
cost of collection except by the af­
firmative votes of two-thirds of the 
members elected to each house of the 
General Assembly. And unless other­
wise provided by a similar two-thirds 
vote, the remainder shall be distrib­
uted among the several counties in 
the ratio which the total collected 
from taxpayers of each county bears 
to the total collected from taxpayers 
of the whole State, and the amount 
allocated to each county may be fur­
ther divided among the county and 
other municipal corporations within 
or partly within such county as the 
General Assembly may from time *o 
time by general law direct. Othe> 
taxes collected by the state may be 
distributed in whole or in part 
among the counties and other muni­
cipal corporations in such manner a« 
the General Assembly-shall direct by 
general law. 

Section 9. The General Assembly 
may vest the corporate authorities of 
cities, towns, villages, sanitary dis­
tricts, park districts and other mu­
nicipalities, with power to make local 
improvements by special assessment, 
or by special taxation of contiguous 
property, or otherwise. For all oth­
er corporate purposes, all municipal 
corporations may be vested with au­
thority to assess and collect taxes. 

Section 10. Except as permitted 
in scetion 2 the General Assembly 
shall not impose taxes upon municipal 
corporations or the inhabitants or 
property thereof, for corporate pur­
poses, but shall require that taxes be 
levied by municipal corporations for 
the payment of debts contracted un­
der authority of law. Private prop­
erty shall not be liable to be taken or

A DECALOGUE FOR 
HOME BUYERS. 

(By John P. Mullen.) 
Whether or not you make a good 

investment when you purchase a 
home depends -largely upon the 
amount of care you exercise in its 
selection. Remember that the house 
you buy may be your home for 
years, and therefore, must be satis­
factory in every respect. As a prac­
tical guide to a sound selection, the 
following tests are suggested: 

1. The carrying charges on a 
prospective home are your most im­
portant consideration. These in­
clude such items as taxes, interest on 
investment, depreciation, repairs and 
insurance. Make certain that the 
total of these charge's will not be 
greater than rent on a similar home 
or greater than you can afford. 

2. Buy, if possible, in a location 
where values are rising. Property 
often depreciates very rapidly be­
cause of its location. 

3. Make certain of the present 
market value of the property. This 
may be checked in the tax collector's 
office, by comparing the taxable with 
the estimated real value, or by deter­
mining how much your banker would 
lend on a first mortgage on the 
property. If he will • give you, say 
60 per cent of his appraisal or $6,-
000 you may know he considers the 
property worth about $10,000. 

4. Determine what special tax 
assessments, if any, are outstanding, 
or are likely to be outstanding again­
st the property. 

5. Carry sufficient insurance, 
preferably under the term form of 
policy, to insure payment of the 
mortgage should you die before it is 
fully paid. Otherwise, the insur­
ance you purchased to assure your 
dependents an income may be used 
to finish paying for the home, if it 
is not to be sacrificed. 

6. Avoid all speculative buying, 
or buying during periods of inflation 
It is better to buy at a time when 
prices are stable. 

7. Protect, your investment ad­
equately with fire insurance, rent 
and general liability insurance. 

8. Take every precaution to in­
sure promptness in your payments 
to reduce your mortgage and in the 
maintainence of a reserve against 
house expenses. t 

9. Engage- a reputable lawyer to 
handle the legal matters in connec­
tion with the purchase.

BUILDING AND LOAN ASSO­
CIATIONS PROMOTE THRIFT. 

For tho individual whose goal is 
the acquisition of a home and who 
needs an easy, systematic savings 
scheme to that end, building and' 
loan shares are often particularly at­
tractive. The building and loan as­
sociation, or co-operative or savings 
and loan association, as it is some­
times called, is a coi'poration found­
ed on a mutual, plan for the pur­
pose of promoting thrift and encour­
aging home-owning, among their 
members. At the present time the 
number of these associations in the 
United States exceeds 13,000; and 
their assets run above $6,800,000. 

Under the common p,lan, to be­
come a member of a building and' 
loan association and share in its bene­
fits, an individual engages to buy div­
idend paying shares of a definite 
amount ander an easy, systematic 
payment plan. When he has accu­
mulated under this savings program 
an amount sufficient to satisfy the 
requirements of the association, he 
may obtain a loan out of the pooled 
funds. As security for the . loan 
the borrowing member gives a mort­
gage on his property, and agrees to 
retire the di>bt with periodic pay­
ments plus interest. If a .member 
does not wish to continue payment 
on his shares, he may withdraw his 
accumulation, after complying with 
certain requirements. 

Until recent years the method of 
saving under most building and loan 
schemes was obligatory.* If a mem­
ber failed to keep up his periodic 
payments, he was penalized. In late 
years, however, there has been a 
tendency away from methods of en­
forcing payment of the prescribed 
dues on shares. In some states, too, 
shares of an association may be pur­
chased at any time, rather than un­
der a', serial plan, and loans are no 
longer confined to members. 

For those who do not wish' to 
save with a definite goal of home-
ownership in mind or to confine 
themselves to any fixed program of 
instalment payments, many, of these 

j associations have issued what they 
I call "savings shares." On these a 
i member is permitted to pay any sum 
j at any interval. A member in this 
| class has borrowing privileges un(;.;'i 
j certain conditions and, in addition, 
ithe right to withdraw his savings 
when he wishes In consideration of 

j this withdrawal privilege he accepts 
a lower rate of return on his shares. 

The ordinary building and loan as­
sociation shares are very convenient 
vehicles of thrift for the individual 
of small means who wishes a syste­
matic savings method. For the part 
they play in facilitating home owner­
ship they have a very definite place 
in our economic structure. Their 
disadvantages from the share-hold­
er's viewpoint in their lack of flexi­
bility of method and the difficulty 
of savings withdrawal in event of 
emergencies.

C. G. BRADFORD, LOCAL 
CARPENTER LOSES THREE 
FINGERS IN AUTO ACCIDENT. 
While returning from Paris at 

(i:30 o'clock Monday morning, C. G. 
Bradford, local carpenter, was the 
victim of a terrible accident a quart­
er of a mile south of Chestorville, 
when the Ford touring car he was 
driving struck an abrupt culvert an.l 
turned over. 

The glass in the windshield was 
shattered and Mr. Bradford's left
