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The Supreme Court Decision 
By DOROTHY THOMPSON 

In its decision on Feb. 27, the Su­
preme Court outlawed the unique e l ­
aboration of the National Labor Re-
ations Board with the trade unions 

to prevent employees guilty of break­
ing the law from suffering the pen­
alty of discharge. 

It did not outlaw the sit-down 
strike, because the illegality of the 
sit-down strike did not come into 
question and was not challenged by 
by the National Labor Relations 
Board. 

The employees who seized the cor­
poration's plant were evicted by the 
sheriff, tried in the. court sand most 
of them fined or sentenced to jail. 
Xobody including the National Labor 
Relations Board, contested the jus­
tice of the fine or the sentences. But 
the board held that notwithstanding 
the fact that the employees had com­
mitted a criminal act against the 
company, the company was obliged to 
re-employ them with back pay. 

The Supreme Court decision sup­
ports the company's refusal to do so 

tion in advance of a strike are part 
of the statutes of both Sweden and 
Great Britain. The Swedish law cre­
ates an obligation on the part of both 
employers and employees to attend 
conferences for the purpose of collec­
tive barganing if their party de­
mands it, and in Great Britain, al­
though there is no legal compulsion in 
the matter, agreements between 
anions and employers invariably pro­
vide for arbitration of disputes in 
advance of a strike or lockout. 

Most interesting was the Supreme 
Court's third finding. 

The board based part of its con­
tention on the general authority con­
ferred upon it by the act to require 
the employer to take such affirma­
tive action as will "effectuate the 
policies of the act," and argued that 
such action may embrace require 
nient of re-employment. 

The court holds that while the 
board's authority is broad, it is not

The decision is of great importance 
'>ecause the National Labor Relations 
Board has by its attitude protected 
employees from suffering the full 
and logical consequences of unlawful 
acts. And this attitude of the board 
has been one of the reasons for in­
dustry's distrust of it. 

The supreme Court made its de­
cision in spite of the fact that it sus­
tained the board's ruling that the 
company by its campaign to organize 
the plant into an independent union, 
by its isolation of the C. I. O. union's 
president from his fellow employees, 
by the employment of a labor spy, 
and' by refusing to bargain colective-
ly in February—when the C. 1 .0 . 
union had a majority of the em­
ployees—had been guilty of unfair 
labor practices. 

The court's decision indicates, 
however, that unfair, labor practices 
on the part of an employer are not in 

nces. 
The court holds that the p6wer of 

the board to compel affirmative ac-
.ion is remedial and not punitive, and 
'.t reminds the board that "there is 
not a line in the statute to warrant 
the conclusion that it is any part of 
:.he policies of the act to encourage 
employees to resort to force and vio­
lence in defiance of the law of the 
land." 

This recall to the limitation of 
scope in power is a healthy rebuke 
to more government .agencies than 
the NLRB. 

Another very important part of the 
court's finding is that it does not up­
hold the board's conclusion that the 
employer, following an illegal strike 
and the lawful dismissal of the people 
engaged in it, must continue to bar­
gain with the union which called it. 

The employer has not the right to 
punish the union as such, by refusing

will may function is the concept of the 
totalitarian stales in the field of poli­
tics. Given the closed shop and the 
check off, the union ha>s a permanent 
mandate, and if this is democracy 
then Hitler is a democrat. Moreover 
there is no compulsion of democracy 
inside the ruling trade union. 

The Supreme Court's majority 
opinion with the concurring opinion 
of Mr. Justice Stone is a call to a re­
turn to true liberalism—the liberal­
ism that means limitation of scope in 
the granting of powers, orderly proce­
dure and methods and recognition of 
the mutuality of rights and obliga­
tions. 

In that spirit the United States can 
meet its major problems without class 
cleavage and civil strife and remain a 
people "indivisible, with liberty and 
justice for all."

Although it is virtually impossible 
to say which of the world's great 
novels was the best seller of all time, 
since the figures for, Continental 
sales are not available it is certain 
that Alexandre Dumas' "The Three 
Musketeers" is among the top con­
testants.

The editor of the Newall Califor^ 

nia, Signal recently made this signifi­
cant s ta tement : "A business man told 
us yesterday that he gave himself just 
two more years and then he was go­
ing to invite the state and govern­
ment in to run his business and to 
make their own levies out of their 
own def ic i ts!" 

There's as much truth as cynical 
humor in that. W e have had ten 
years of depression, broken by spas­
modic intervals of a little recovery. 
W e have been told over and over by 
men high in the government that a 
balanced budget without further in­
creases in taxes would shortly be at­
tained. 'And w e have witnessed gov­
ernment expenses constantly grow, 
not l e s sen—and the national debt 
soar to undreamed of levels . 

It is argued that the United States 
could, if necessary, carry and event­
ually amortize an eighty or hundred 
billion dollar debt. Perhaps it could 
— i f the people are wil l ing to lower 
their standard of l iving in order to 
pay more and more of their earnings 
and wages to government . Perhaps 
it cou ld—if business and industry are 
simply to s tagger a l o n g on a hand to 
mouth basis, buy ing only what is ab­
solutely needed to keep plants run­
ning. 

W e have heard so much of taxat ion 
in recent years that many of us have 
become bored with it. But that's the 
worst mistake w e can make. Your 
job, your home, your business , your 
investments , your sav ings—taxat ion 
and fiscal policy vi tal ly a f f e c t them 
all. We've been criminallv careless 
in permitt ing taxes and debt to rise 
wi thout ques t ion—and we're go ing to 
pay the bill. 

Government can retrench and cut 
costs and start toward a balanced 
b u d g e t — i f public opinion forces the 
issue. It's up to us all .

H o w would they exp la in 
whafi happened to P e t e r . , and the 
h u n d . e d s of thousands*of other def­
inite p r a y e r a n s w e r s thnjughatt i the 
centur ies? 

The a n s w e r in P e t e r ' s c a s e w a s 
so r e m a r k a b l e that e v e n he thought 
he w a s only d r e a m i n g . Apparent ly 
God g a v e His persecuted servant 
s w e e t s l e e p that night, whi le He 
kept P e t e r ' s fr iends a lert in prayer . 
But w h e n P e t e r found h imse l f out­
s ide the prison he k n e w s o m e t h i n g 
had happened . 

There are m a n y interes t ing things 
to note in this incident . Observe 
that w h a t P e t e r could do for h im­
self God did not do, but w h a t P e t e r 
could not do, God's ange l did. Note 
a lso that w h e n God w o r k s , the spir­
itually unenl ightened know nothing 
of it. The g u a r d s did not know 
what had happened until morning . 

^Consider a l so that the ange l took 
P e t e r a s far a s the open s treet , then 
left h im to himself . God m a y m e e t 
a s p e c i a l need by m i r a c u l o u s inter­
vent ion , but that does not m e a n 
that f rom then on w e are to l ive by 
cons tant m i r a c l e s . There are m a n y 
prac t i ca l and prec ious spiritual 
l e s s o n s which w e m a y l earn from 
t h e s e v e r s e s . 

III . R e s u l t s of A n s w e r e d Pray ­
er (vv . 11-17). 

God does not a n s w e r p r a y e r or 
p e r f o r m any of Hi s m i g h t y works 
s i m p l y to m a k e people m a r v e l or 
to add to s o m e o n e ' s comfort . It is 
true that He does thus mani f e s t His 
loving cons iderat ion for us , and that 
m e n do m a r v e l at His g r e a t n e s s , 
but there are other purposes in the 
workings of Hi s g r a c e and power. 

In this c a s e the first resul t w a s 
the f reed o m of His w i tnes s . H e had 
been in prison and that w a s for 
God's g lory ; n o w h e w a s to be free , 
and that too w a s to be for H i s 
g lory. 

Then , His d e l i v e r a n c e w a s a grea t 
t e s t i m o n y , not only to those who 
w e r e pray ing in the upper room, but 
to God's people d o w n through the 
a g e s . A n s w e r e d p r a y e r is one of 
the g r e a t t e s t i m o n i e s to the Chris­
t ian fa i th . 

F e l l o w s h i p resul ted f rom P e t e r ' s 
l iberat ion. H e w e n t a t once to m e e t 
wi th h i s fe l low be l i evers . Although 
he did not tarry long wi th t h e m , he 
did s h a r e with t h e m his r e m a r k a b l e 
e x p e r i e n c e , and a d m o n i s h e d t h e m 
to tel l the others . If God h a s done 
s o m e t h i n g for you , s h a r e the good 
n e w s wi th your brethren. 

S e r v i c e a l so resulted- from this 
a n s w e r to p r a y e r . P e t e r w a s hot d e ­
l ivered that h e should go about the 
c i ty boas t ing that he w a s too s trong i 
for H e r o d ' s jai l . Nor w a s it m e r e l y j 
that h e m i g h t go f rom p lace to 
p l a c e to l ec ture on h i s unusual e x - ' 
p e r i e n c e . H e w a s s e t free to g o ! 

about h i s n o r m a l l i fe of w i t n e s s i n g 
for Christ . We are " s a v e d to s e r v e . " I 
T h e n o r m a l e x p r e s s i o n of a l ife in 
Christ should b e s e r v i c e - f o r H i m . 
God d e l i v e r s u s f r o m trouble , sor ­
ro w, e v e n d e a t h , that w e m a y s e r v e 
H i m . . ,

s laughtering only healthy animals. 

"There is no shortcut or subst i tute 
for inspection that will protect the 
producer and consumer," s taf f mem­
bers explained, "Strict hygienic 
measurers a long with veter inary in­
spection are necessary for maintain­
ing the wholesome quality of meat 
and meat products ." 

Approximate ly 70 per cent of all 
meats and food products consumed 
in the United States are inspected for 
the presence of disease, and def inite 
sanitary measures are enforced in 
the handl ing of processing of these 
and municipal agencies . Many small 
food products. Meat inspection of 
the present day is done by federal 
s laughter houses have no method of 
inspection. In this case it is sug­
gested that they uti l ize veterinary 
service in their communit ies by ask­
ing for veter inary inspection. 

Newborn or immature animals are 
not recommended for use in food 
products . Y o u n g calves, kids and 
pigs should be about four w e e k s o f 
age before they are s laughtered for 
food. Emaciated or extremely poor 
animals should not be s laughtered for 
food because the condition is usual ly 
associated wi th some diseased condi­
t ion. 

There is a growing preference 
a m o n g Illinois consumers for meat 
that has been both federal ly inspect­
ed and federal ly graded. ,

its eastern boundary being from fX-<e 
to twenty-five miles from the Atlan­
tic coast and its western limits are 
at a mean distance of about 50 
miles from the Gulf of Mexico. 
The depth of the Everglades varies 
from about one to six feet and 
lessens considerably during the pe­
riod of least precipitation. The re­
gion is generally covered by an ex­
traordinary dense growth of "saw-
grass ," rising two to six feet or 
more above the water 's surface, and 
gives the landscape the general ap­
pearance of an immense prairie, 
almost impenetrable except for the 
natural water lanes

In all sincerity I 
promised to pray for him, but my 
heart made me tell him of Joel ."

"Our untrained men held their own 
against the king's regulars until 
their powder gave out. Dear Doctor 
Warren fell—facing the enemy like 
the dauntless patriot we all knew 
him to be . . . No tidings of Joel or 
Jasper. Dear God—hear my pray­
e r s ! " 

There were tell-tale blots on the 
following page—tear stains the long, 
long years had not effaced. 

"June 18, 1775. 
"Poor Jasper was killed at Joel's 

side. His last breath was a prayer 
for our happiness—and the success 
of the patriot cause." 

I gently closed the diary and my 
glance wandered out the window. 
The high road was again macadam, 
but the roses in the garden below 
still breathed of ye olden days—the 
days of fair Mistress Betty and the 
two brave men who loved her.

VALUE OF REST IN 
TUBERCULOSIS PREVENTION. 
Pointing out that rest is one of the 

most important factors in the preven­
tion of tuberculosis, the Illinois Tub­
erculosis Association has issued i 
statement stressing the value of relax 
ation in the maintenance of good 
health. 

The statement explained that fa­
tigue is caused by the accumulation 
of waste products from the process 
of food being broken down into heat 
and energy, together with the run­
ning down of certain brain centers 
and wearing out of parts. Sleep al­
lows the restorative mechanisms of 
the body to repair the worn out parts 
So important is this building up pro­
cess that animals can live longer with­
out fodd than without sleep. The 
human body is far more resistant to 
disease if it gets plenty of sleep. 

Sleep is not the only form of rest, 
the association points out. Recreation 
and relaxation of mind and nerves 
are important in the maintenance of 
health. The speed and drive of 
modern life make proper relaxation 
difficult, but the individual who ap 
preciates health will take time out 
to "rest the nerves". For the per 
son who does not have tuberculosis 
mild exercise or sports frequently 
bring mental rest and change which 
contribute greatly to physical rest. 

"One should be sufficiently intelli­
gent to recognize tension. When 
you get all stirred up and irritate 
your friends, when your voice hits a 
high pitch and you cannot sleep, the 
danger signs of mental and physical 
crack-up are at hand. The whole 
system gets out of tune, making the 
attack of any disease germ an easy

The figure is an increase of 635 
or 3.77 per cent over the 16,765 of 
last year for all departments, includ­
ing local, Chicago, extra-mural cours­
es and summer sessions.

The 1938-39 enrollment of Cham-

America is too valuable a 
prize to be left unguarded from cove­
tous hands and while it is obvious 
the de fense plans now outlined are 
going to cost us a pretty penny, most 
of the legislators are thoroughly con­
vinced such expenditures are not only 
advisable but inescapable. The coun­
try in general has come to see that it 
is in danger of aggression and aside 
from certain small groups of peace-
at-any-price advocates, the present 
rearmament program seems to have 
teh good-will and support of the vast 
majority of citizens and tax-payers .

Many of the Senators that did not 
come up for reelection have apparent­

ONE OR T W O N E W J U D G E S 
The resignation of associate 

preme court - judge Brandeis leaves 
another vacancy t o be filled by 
a jurist familiar wi th the geographi 
cal problems of the middle and far 
west. Many have been sugges ted t o 
the President, but so far he has not 
indicated who he favors for the $20,-
000 a year, l i fet ime job . Dean Rut-
ledge of Iowa would make a good 
man for the place. So would Steph­
ens of Utah. A dozen others could 
fill the vacancy admirably. But this 
is a political plum and in all proba­
b i l i t y that will be the main considera­
tion of the Pres ident in making the 
appointment. Whi le it is far "too 
much to expect, the fac t remains that 
should FDR seriously desire t o heal 
the open sore that has developed in 
the 7fith congress over high-salaried 
appointive positions, no better w a y 
could be devised than by the n a m i n g 
of a Republican f rom the wes t t o the 
supreme court bench. That would 
still give him another appointment to 
make sooner or later , for it is re l iably 
reported that McReynolds intends to 
resign in the near fu ture . But w h a t 
he'll probably do is t o disregard all 
these possibilities. He m a y even g ive 
the appointment to a w o m a n , Frances 
Allen of Ohio.
