Gestapo Fugitive
To Speak Here

The prisoners were supposed to
face the wall, away from the door,
when they heard the key rattle n
the lock of the underground cell of
the dungeon-prison near Konigsberg,
in East-Prussia.

Thus begins the grim experience
of Oscar Stern,”57 year old Christian
Jew, who will speak at the court
room here Saturday, Dec. 23, at
7:30 p. m. There will be no admission
charge, and all the public is cordially
invited to attend this exceptioanlly
interesting meeting. Mr. Stern will
also present a lecture to the students
‘of the local schools the same day.

Stern, who was sentenced to
twelve months in prison for repeat-
ing a Hermann Goering joke within
hearing of a Gestapo agent, faced the
wall with the four others in his cell
as the young Nazi Storm Trooper en-
tered. Stern is deaf, in one ear, as
a result of a World War wound sus-
tained as a member of the Austrian
Army on the Eastern Front, and he
thought his name was called so0
he turned, the result was two blows
across the mouth, a truncheon felled
him, knocking out most of his teeth.

Six years ago, that was the low
spot of his life. The high spot was
on March 4, 1940, when he landed
at New York. Europe has only one
thing he wants now—his wife from
Germany.

“You don’t know what you have
‘here in this country. You, who have
always had it, can’t know,” he said
in a recent interview.

Born in Carlsbad, then part of
Austria, he came to America in 1902,
when he was 15. He was converted
to Christianity in a Salvation Army
meeting in New York City. He ve-
turned to Carlsbad in 1912, when the
World War broke out. He was d:aft-
ea into the Austrian Army and was
severely wounded in battle with the
Russians.

After the war Mr. Stern becanie
director of an insurance business in
Germany, East-Prussia, was deacon
of a Protestant church for many
vears, and so firmly established him-
self in this community that even af-

ter the Nazi ascendency he was per-

mitted to go unmolested for some
time. :
Early in 1936, however, there
came to his desk a letter from the
Nazi Party district gauleiter (Mr.
Stern has this very letter still in his
possession) addressed to the “com-
pany -director” directing him to fire
immediately the Jew, Stern. At about
the same time, Stern repeated to a
friend on the commuter train, the
latest of the unending series of Goer-
ing jokes. A

The man in the seat next to him
arrested him on the spot. He still has
the official docket charging him with
some variety of disrespect to the
Nazi-State. There was a trial, of a
sort, and a Nazi lawyer, of a sort,
appointed to defend him. There was
the prosecutor’s recommendation of
six months’ imprisonment and the
court’s verdict of twelve.

Sullivan’s Post War Plan

Every state and all of the naticn is planning
some kind of a post-war period of building.

There are several reasons for this First of
which is to catch up on construction and other
types of work that has had to be delayed be-
cause of the war and the diversion of critical
material. Second is to provide jobs for the re-
turning veteran and to take up the slack that
will be caused by theelosing of the war plants
that have been in existance for the duration.
Andther reason is to spend some of the surplus
that has been accumulating in the various
states.

Sullivan has its own post war schedule of
proposed work that will provide work primar-
ily for the men who will return from the
various war fronts.

The war work proposed for Sullivan is not

. basically a money spending scheme or just to

provide brick turning jobs with a hint at dole.
The plan that has been outlined for this city
will be constructive werk well engineered to
make the town a better place in which to live.
The two state route streets, Jackson and
Hamilton will be widened. This has becn
needed for many years. It will improve the ap-
pearance of the town and will help with the in-
crease in traffic that will be evidenced at the
close of the war. :

laxed as rapidly as possible. He realizes that
in the long run high quality and good servics
ennnot be maintained without the stimulating

influence of competition.

If wartime rules over distribution are a neces-
sary evil to be continued on into the peace in-
definitely, we may as well make up our minds
right now to do without quality in the mer-
chandise we buy. Quality depends on . con-
science and competition. It can’t be sold by
the pound at a fixed price. - 3

~ Calling the attention of -all the
people of Illinois to a critical ‘short-
age of nurses to care for wounded
American fighting men, both in this
country and’in the various theatres
of war, Goevrnor Dwight H. Green
proclaimed the week beginning
December 11 as Nurse Recruitment
Week.

“The American Red Cross is ap-
pealing to directors of schools of
nursing, heads of nursing service
registers, hospital and public health
directors, chairmen and trustees of
medical centers and to the general
public to -accept immediate and
necessary adjustments in civilian
nursing to meet military needs,” the
Governor’s procolamation said.

“] earnestly urge all nurses, medi-
cal ana nursing oiricers, and tre peo-
ple of Illinois as a whole to give at-
tention to this emergency, and to do
everything in their power to meet
it, that the lives of American boys
may be saved.”

Effective January 1, the Illinois
public aid commission will grant al-
lowances above the present $40 a
month maximum in order to provide
needed medical attention for recipi-
ents of old age pension and blind
assistance allowances. The expense
of this enlarged health program will
be met wholly from state funds.
The new plan provides that in cases
where the $40 monthly allowance i:
not sufficient to provide proper medi-
cal care, increases will be granted up
to a maximum of $75 monthly. That
portion of hospital charges and costs
are physicians and drugs which
would cause grants to exceed $40
will be paid directly to the person or
institution rendering medical care,
provided there are no resources
available to meet such expenses.

Fifteen and a half million acres
of Illinois land, more than one-third
of the state’s total area, are now in-
cluded in soil conservation districts.
Howard Leonard, state director of
agriculture, announcing the or-
ganization of 15 new districts this
year, declared Illinois is-in the frong
rank of states in adoption of soil
conservation practices.
New districts were organized this
year in Bond, Edwards, Fayette,
Hancock, Iroquois, Kane, Knox, La-
Salle, Macoupin, Marion, Mason, Mec-
Donough, Menard, Whiteside and
Woodford counties. Districts are now’
being set up in Clay and Jackson
counties. )
There will be no state property tax
levy in Illinois for 1944. This was
decided at a meeting of the Gover-
nor, the State Treasurer and the
Auditor of Public Accounts, who are
charged with the duty of fixing the
state property tax rate each year.
George B. McKibbin, state direct-
or of finance, has accepted the post
of coal conservator for Illinois on a
voluntary basis at the request of
Governor Dwight H. Green. After
arranging for conferences with mine
operators, mine workers and coal
dealers, McKibbin appealed for pub-
lic co-operation in coal saving during
the period of the war. He stated
that in the ordinary range of domes-
tic heating, each extra degree of
heat takes three per cent more fuel,
and pointed out that every ten of
coal saved will lighten the burden on
railroad transport, labor, andretail
dealers’ delivery outfits.

Governor Dight H. Green pro-
claimed Friday, Dec. 15, as Bill of
Rights day, and requested patriotic
and civic societies and the general
public to observe the ocasion appro-
priately. The date is the 153rd
anniversary of the adoption of the
first ten amendments to the Constitu-
tion of the United States, which are
known as the Bill of Rights.

“The Bill of Rights rounded out
our republic’s Constitution and made
it the firm foundation of our free-
dom of worship, of speech, of our
free press and our right to peaceful
assembly,” the Governor’s proclama-
tion said. ““The anniversary of the
adoption of thig immortal document
is worthy of formal public recogni-
tion and patriotic observance.”

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| The New Secreta}y :

Of State

The approval both official and
informal, which 1last week accom-
panied the appointment of Edward
R. Stettinius jr., as Secretary of
State, was genuine and without re-
servation. This ratification by the
Senate was not deprived of its warm
spontaneity, and hardly even of its
uwnanimity, by the objection of a sin-
:gle Senator, Mr. Langer, of North
Dakota, whose attitude was regard-
-ed as individual almost to the point
“of eccentricity. Contacts which in-
dividual Senators and Senate com-
mittees had had with Mr. Stettinius
in his role of lend-lease director had
won strong liking for his personality.
and high respect for his qualities,
including especially the candor of
his- temperament and the exactness
of his mind.
Passage of the post of Secretary
of State from Cordell Hull to any
other person would be accompanisd
by some changes. One change, gen-
erally recognized will be a difference
between the relation Mr. Stettinius
will have to President Roosevelt, and
that which Mr. Hull had.
As it was frequently put in com-
ment last week. Mr. Roosevelt now
will be more than ever his own Secre-
tary of State. To say this‘is not to
say much, for every President is his
own Secretary of State so far as he
wishes to be. In any presidency it
‘would be inconceivable that foreign
policies should be other ‘than those
which the President wants. To this
Mr. Stettinius would be the first to
subseribe. So also would Mr. Hull
subscribe to it, and did.
. Yet between Mr. Hull and Mr.
Roosevelt there was a special rela-
tion. The co-operation of the two
was, in a sense, a co-operation of
equals. Mr. Hull had a standing and’
prestige of his own, apart from that
which went with his office. This
standing consisted in part of the es-
teem he had acquired in Congress
through a practically lifelong serv-
ice in that body. In part it consist-
ed of a similar esteem he had ac-
quired in the country. In part it
came from his maturity in years and
experience. In part it came from

Constantly he
kept in touch with Congressional
leaders in both parties having to do
with foreign relations, and gave no
less consideration to Republican
leaders than to Démocratic ones.

This relation with Congress Mr.
Stettinius cannot achieve at once—
any more than he could pass in a
'day from being forty-four to seventy-
three. or pass from a few years of
experience in the executive branch
of government to a lifetime of ex-
perience in high posts of both the
executive and legislative branches.

FARMERS ASKED TO SUBMIT
EVIDENCE ON DAIRY FEED
PAYMENTS AT AAA OFFICE

Farmers who wish to be eligible
for dairy feed payments for milk
and butterfat produced and sold dux-
ing ‘September and October, 1944,
should submit their-applications and
evidence at the county AAA office
on or before Decmeber 30, 1944, ac-
cording to an announcement made
today by John Fleshner, member of
the Moultrie county AAA committee
in charge of the dairy feed program.

Mr. Fleshner explained that dairy
feed payments are made for two-
month periods and that 60 days after
the end of the second month of any
period are allowed for submitting ap-
plications and evidence.

“Dairy Feed payments are made as
a part of the War Food Administra-
tion’s program to maintain or in-
crease milk production in spite of the
high feed costs,” Mr .Fleshner said.
“Illinois in 1944 produced an esti-
mated 5,461,000,000 pounds of
milk, The proposed goal for 1945
for the State is 5,502,000 pounds of
milk.”

Mr. Fleshner urged farmers to
make prompt application for therr
dairy feed payments so that they can
take full advantage of the help this
program is designed to give them in
producing the large amount of miik
needed.

URGE FARMERS TO SELL RED
CLOVER SEED

“Urge farmers in your county to
sell all red clover seed over and
above their own needs to dealers or
processors,” was the message re-
ceived today by Orla O. Kimbrough
county AAA chairman, from John F.
Bicket, State AAA Committeeman.
“Legume and grass seeds are badly
needed for spring planting here at
home and for Lend-Lease shipments
to our allies.

Mr. Kimbrough said that Moultrie
county has a larger-than-usual acre-
age of red clover seed harvested this
year. “Farmers can earn addition-
al seed payments under the 1944
Agricultural Conservation program,

and this increased production has
been attributed largely to_the pay-

ments offered.

The county chairman explained
that seed sold to dealers or proces-
sors will qualify for the poundage
payment on the basis of the estimat-

ed amount of cleaned seed. “Where
seed is sold to a dealer or ‘processor,
it is not necessary to have the seed
tested first to determine cleaned seed
content.” i
Mr. Kimbrough added that the dry

Fall weather has been a contributing
factor to harvesting an.extra large
acreage of clover seed. He  joined
the State AAA committeeman in ask-
ing farmers to move their excess
seed to dealers or processors as
quickly as possible.

SOFT CORN FATTENS LIVESTOCK

by 1. B. JOHNSON, Dsrector
Agricultural Experiment Station,
South Dakota State College

If you are caught with “soft”
corn, due to a sudden freeze be-
fore your corn matures—remem-
ber you still have feed. It makes
a good fattening feed for steers,
calves, feeder pigs, and lambs.

These were.the conclusions of the South Dakota
Experiment Station, based upon the first year’s
feeding trials, wherein cattle, hogs and lambs fed
soft corn were compared with others fed sound corn
of No. 3 market grade. The soft corn was bought
at 50 cents a hundredweight—the No. 3 corn at
75 cents a bushel.

No preparation was given to this soft corn. It
was stored in uncovered piles on the ground, and
fed field run—soft, moldy, rotten, husk-covered
ears just as they came.

Yearling steers were fed for 150 days, calves 195
days, pigs from 87 to 118 days, lambs 90 days.

In ALL cases the return was greater from the lots

receiving the soft corn, due to the price at which the
corn was purchased. :
s The gains of both cattle and pigs on soft corn,
compared to those on hard corn, were reduced after
the beginning of warmer weather in April. It is
advisable to feed your soft corn early.

In figures, the soft corn had the following approx-
imate values when compared with the price of No. 3
: _ear corn in the rations fed:

847 when fed to yearling steers
80% when fed to steer calves

' 767 when fcd to feeder pigs
-'71% when fed to feeder lambs

Dear Mom:

Must write you aletter as haven’t
written for awhile. I know you
must be worried about me by now.
All the plans we had planned have
been changed. I won’t get to see
you for quite some time, So ypu
might as well stop worrying about me
as I’m ok. I hope that you have re-
ceived the letters I wrote some time
ago. So things are not a complete
blank.

I'd like to tell you about yester-
day, Monday. The Navy has an old
tradition that when you cross the
equator, the shellbacks, or the men
that have been across the equator
before, initiate the pollogoms, or ME.
So a big preparation was made. First
of all ' we were stripped to our shorts
then we went before King Neptune,
the leader of the Shellbacks. He tries
us, like in a court and decides we are
each guilt of some crime. All being
not true. I was put in a stockade,
which is a board that holds your
head and hands. Red paint was
painted all over' me, Then we visit-
ed the royal barber that cut my hair
in an X with two deep furrows of
hair cut down the middle of course.
Have it all shaved off now. My head
shines like a bald man’s. Then we
went to the Royal dentist that squirt-
ed salt water in my mouth with mus-
tard and made me swallow it. Then
I kissed the King’s big fat stomach,
which was covered with grease and
they shoved my face hard into it,
covering my face with black grease.
All the shellbacks are dressed like
pirates and boy they are.

Next we face the charges of what
are against us. Mine was for wast-
ing Navy chow, so they shoved a
cherry pie in my face and it was
about a week old. Then we went
up a ladder to a high place. where
we are shocked with electric buzzers,
then we set down in a chair over a
pool of water 10 feet below which is
about 8 feet deep. This was cover-
ed with grease, all over my bald
head. After which yellow paint was
smeared all over me, Then they turn-
ed the chair back as it is mounted on
hinges and went backwards, ‘head
first, in the deep pool below.

It’s funny. We crossed the hot-
test place on earth and I nearly
froze. It was really cold standing
out there with very little on. Also
we are sun-burned—our backs are
sore from burns.

But on that day the officers serve
the sailors. It was a sight seeing all
the officers wait on us that day. Al-
so all the officers that haven’t cross-
ed the equator before have ‘to go
through the same routine as we.
The chaplain was even beaten and
painted all over. So it’s for laughs.
It was colorful. The pirates, pretty
silks, over their heads. The Cap-
tain made a big speech to start the
initiation. Lots more things hap-
pened but won’t tell you now. Some
were served their meals in hog-
troughs and they had to eat it too.
But today everything goes on as if
nothing ever happened. Combs have
been thrown away, won’t need them
for 6 months. I just shaved my
whiskers and they are as long as the
fuzz on my head. I'm sending my
Shellback certificate home. I want
you to put it in my room and keep
it till I come home. I don’t want to
loose it. It’s something I'm proud
of. You probably won’t get it for a
long time. Will get lots of mail
when you do. ;

Hope the old town is still ok. Don’t
know the results of homecoming yet.
Don’t expect to know for a. long
time. Hope you and all of Leos and
the kids are ok. If Cecil Campbell is
home wish you would talk to him as
his story will be something like
mine when I come back.

My chief told me he recommended
me for a rating—said too good for a
F 2-c. Don’t know how much any-

Mother, I hope you don’t worry
any more about me, but I'm telling
you this “man to man”’—things are
really tough out here. I haven’t had
my clothes off for 7 days and nights
now. I sleep in them what little
sleep we get, It’s no picnic out here.
It’s lot worse than I ever dreamed
of. We get so tired and discouraged
we feel like throwing up our hands
and set down to cry like babies. O
and set down to cry like babies. Of
course I have no wife or babies to
worry about like some here. But I do
know that man wasn’t created to live
like this.

There were the cell-mates—one a
man who received two and a haif
years for refusing to salute and heil
Hitler; another, a war-decorated ex-
police sergeant, serving two years
for adherence to his Protestant faith.

There were the hours of listening
to the shots in the castle courtyard,
and the nights of wondering who
would go tomorrow. The pain from
the blows across the mouth came and
went, and, after seven months, +ha
paralytic stroke that made his left
side helpless came—and  stayed, and
for ten days he lay in his cell unable
to move until they came and took
him away to a hospital.

By March of 1937, he was able to
walk with the aid of two canes, and
he fled from the hospital.

Walking at night, hiding in the
weeds, thickets, and haystacks, in ths
daytime, it took him 42 nights ‘¢
cross the Polish Corridor and reac’
the Czech Embassy in Berlin. There
he got money and went to Carlsbad.

Mrs. Stern succeeded in joinin
him there, and, without money, his
health gone, he succeeded in getting
work with an insurance firm.

“I have lost everything I had, e -
cept Christ,” he says.

In September 1938, Hitler was
bullying Chamberlain and Daladier
at Munich and invasion of Czecho-
slovakia was obviously imminent. He
fled again, taking a train throucgh
Germany to Ostend, Belgium, thence
to England. i

Mrs. Stern, a Christian, joined him
later after refusing, in the face of
threats and humiliations, to accept
the divorce proferred by the Nazi
racial laws. In England, they de-
voted their efforts ‘toward ‘aiding
other victims to escape from Ger-
many, <Czechoslovakia, Poland and
Austria. :

Mr. Stern lectured throughout
England under the sponsorship of
the National Free Church Council of
Great Britain and the exile govern-
ment of Czech President, Dr. Edward
Benes. Mrs. Stern returned to Ger-
many to help an elderly woman out
of the country, but war broke out,
‘trapping her there.

He has heard from Mrs. Stern very
few times. She is being treated as
a Jewess, because shé refused to
divorce him and, among other ve-
strictions, cannot enter a public air
raid shelter. A number of Ameri-
cans, including Mrs. Roosevelt, have
made efforts on her behalf.

There will be an Open Forum af-
ter the address, and the public has
this rare opportunity to ask ques-
tions and to get first-hand informa-
tion from a man who has been in the
midst of the tumult in Europe.

" “In Moultrie county 24 community
AAA committeemen and 16 alternate
committeemen will be elected for the
ensuing year,” Mr. Kimbrough said.
“These men, together with the coun-
ty AAA committee members elected
for 1945, will administer the AAA
Farm Prigram in this county.”

The county chairman pointed out
that annual elections for county and
community AAA committeemen of-
fer an opportunity for farmers ia
each locality to select the men they
feel best qualified to represent them
with the Federal govrnment. These
men, in turn, represent the Federal
Government in their localities, as it
is their duty to help administer the
various programs connected with the
Agricultural Adjustment Agency.
