Moultl{ie County will receive
more than $90,000.00 for the pur-
pose of completing a system of
county roads, it was announced
Tuesday by Fred Curl, County

The money that is being
released to the county is under
the terms of Senate Bill Number
327, as passed by the 64th Gen-
eral Assembly. Mr. Curl said

that the amount to be allocated. ¥

to Moultrie county was the pro-
rata share of approximately
$15,000,000.00 that is to be
granted to all of the counties of

The more than $90,000.00 that
is to be received by Moultrie is
to be spent on 521.47 miles of
roads. within the county. Those
roads that are to receive a part
of thé money will be township
roads that are not eligible for
Motor Fuel tax or State Aid
‘monies.

Act to Furnish Handicapped With Chance
For Gainful Occupation; Industry
Pledges Full Co-Operation.

When a lot more workers than
jobs begin to plague the employ-
ment offices of the country, some
2% million men stand to have a
little toygher sledding than their
fellows . . . that is, unless the pro-
gram that will be getting under way
as these lines appear achieves the
worthy purpose that its designers
have for it.

The potential workers who are go-
ing to get this special help are
the men who have made the second
greatest sacrifice in World War 11—
the ones who gave all never came
back. ['m going to talk about the
disabled American veterans.

In times of great unemployment
a person with a disability has two
strikes on him when pitted for a
job against a perfectly able-bodied
worker. Therefore, the Disabled
American Veterans, a veterans' or-
ganization . whose membership is
confined solely to the war disabled,
is setting up the machinery to go
to bat for him so that he from whom
much has been taken to keep the
rest of us secure within the wide
bounds of these United States will
have at least as good a chance as
his able-bodied colleague in getting
a job where he can earn a living
for himself and his family.

For the first time in its history,
DAV, the Disabled American Vet-
erans, has set up a highly integrat-
ed national network of employment
officers headed in Washington by
Dr. Gilbert S. Macvaugh, a disabled

\ :

veteran of this war and a former
lieutenant commander with wide ex-
perience in personnel and employ-
ment counselling. These employ-
ment officers have their hands
reaching out in two directions—one
toward the disabled veteran and one
toward the employer in an endeavor
to bring the two together so that
the employer and the veteran may
meet and reach an agreement on a
job.

Let me give you two small exam-
les of the-typerof thing the DAV

getting ready to do in a big way.

"\ Take the case of the man who

hiad been wounded in the invasion
of Normandy. An injury to his
spinal column paralyzed him from

| the waist down so that he is bed-

ridden. On directions from the
Washington DAV office, the local
employment officer of the DAV con-
tacted the man to see what kind of
work he might do while in bed and
yet receive some income. In the
man's community there was a
small plant for making hooked rugs.
The DAV representative arranged
to have the bed-ridden veteran
make hooked rugs and market them
with this concern.

Then there is an entirely different
type of case—seeing that justice is
done the disabled veteran after he
does get a job. A guard was em-
ployed in a certain public build-
ing. He had a slight nervous dis-
order for which a psychiatrist was
treating him, prescribing a little
medication to be taken while on
duty. One day the medicine made
the veteran feel drowsy and he
asked to be relieved from duty for

Find Boys Can

Do Job Well

Back of the helping hand offered
to the disabled veterans to get them
into jobs a lot of spade work has
been going on — the ground has
been prepared with great care so
that when the crisis comes—
many workers and few jobs—the
former G.I.. who literally gave part
of himself for the rest of us will
have an opportunity to work. The
DAV asserts that he can do a job
well in spite of his handicap. It
points to records it is accumulating
which show that when a disabled
veteran is hired, he shows great
care and conscientiousness in per-
forming his task. It's something
like the story of the old Washington
airport—it was one of the most dan-
gerpus in the United States, but
there were no major accidents on

it. The answer was that pilots,
knowing the hazards, took extra
precautions in using the field. So a
disabled veteran, already knowing
what it is to be handicapped.
uses considerable extra care.

I said the DAV had set up a na-
tional employment program for the
first time in its existence, headed
up in Washington by a National
Employment officer. Then each
state has a Chief Employment of-
ficer. The DAV in each state 1s
divided intd chapters, or local units,
and each has an employment of-
ficer dlso. thus bringing the contact
of this helping hand right down into
the community where the veteran
lives or is hoswitalized.

Before the, program can begh
operating in the complete way en-
visioned by its planners, the men
who can offer the jobs have to. be
contacted personally and the chal-
lenge of their opportunity to make

work available to handicapped vet- '

erans has to be put squarely be-

fore them. This has been the first |

task of Dr. Macvaugh and his corps
of employment officers.

DAV Gets Off
To Good Start

A .strong beginning was made
when at a conference in Atlantic
City the following representative or-
ganizations, among others, were
contacted personally- by the DAV
National Employment officer and
asked to influence the businesses for
which they are spokesmen to put
disabled veterans on their work
rolls: the National Association of
Manufacturers, the American Bank-
ers. association, the Chamber of
Commerce, the National Council of
Farmer Co-operatives, the Ameri-
can Farm Bureau fedcration, the
American Retail federation, the Air
Transport association, "Aircraft In-
dustries association, Investment
Bankers -association, Committee of
Economic Development, American
Trucking association, American
Waterways Operato's, Association
of American R: 'roa -z, National
Foreign Trade Cquncii, Nativnai Re-
tail Dry Goods .F" +: 4tiun Interna-
tional Assccia‘ie.. ot Lions Clubs,
National Giange, Natwonai Associa-
tion of Motor Bus Operators, and so
on. But this gives you an indica-
tion of the scope of the cultivation
of the soil for jobs for disabled vet-
erans.

Available jobs are made known to
the Veterans’ Employment Repre-
sentative of the United States Em-
ployment service, which has agreed
to designate an assistant in each
state who will specialize in the em-
ployment of war disabled G.l.s.

The DAV has developed a system !

whereby its chapter employment of-
ficer knows ‘as soon as a man who
has a disability is released from
an institution and is available for
work in his community. He also
knows the disabled veterans living
there who need jobs. It is his task
to bring the men and the jobs to-
gether.

It is the DAV chapter employ-
ment officer who takes the man to
the veterans’ employment repre-
sentative of the USES where the jobs
are registered, and on to the pro-
spective employer, if necessary, to
clinch the employment of the ex-
G.IL

There are five planks in the em-
ployment platform of the DAV.

First, to convince employers
that they should employ dis-
abled American veterans, some-
where, IMMEDIATELY;

Second, to support the train.
ing of disabled veterans for
more than one key job in an
industry so that when heavy
unemployment develops, the
disabled man will.not be the frst
discharged, for he will be able
to do more than one job;

Third, to advocate increased
wages for disabled veterans be-
cause they have become more
valuable as a result of the mul-
‘tiple training; :

Fourth, to try to Improve
working -conditions for the dis-
abled ex-G.l. so that his job is
a pleasant one;

Fifth, to see that preference
is given the disabled veteran in
staying on the job when people
have to be released.

Literature In Primary Grades.

Learning to read is an im-
portant part of Children’s train-
ing, but learning what to read
is quite as important. All class-
room books in the age in which
we are living help to lead the
child onto better literature af-.
ter he leaves the primary group.
A child’s mastery of the printed
page may leave him the key to
that which is base and ignoble
in literature or it may open to
him thatwhich is noble and in-
spiring. This key may unlock
to him the basest of reading or
the best. Whether he turns to
one or the other depends largely
upon his early associations. In
part, it is determined by his
early teachings in the home and
at school.

One of the functions of the pri-
mary teacher is to present right
»attern, It is a mistake to think
that good literature can be post-
poned until the child has mas-
tered the technique of reading.
While he 1is mastering the
mechanics, he should be endow-
ed with a desire to choose that
which is good. The work of the

teacher is to lead to wise
choices. ' :
The teachings of our own|

childhood we recall have made
the most lasting .impression up-
on us. “Tell me a story” or
“Read to me,” is often heard in
the home. Let the teacher give
thought to the kind of |stories
she reads or.tells  to children.
Are they filled with “deeds. of
’indness, unselfishness, . res-

onsib!llty, and dependabllity’

If they keep up the good work'

A mind filled with good things
will not care for the cheap and
mean. A few days ago a pupil
said, on completion of a. good
book, “I wish that story would
never end.”

The primary teacher’s day is a
day of small thing, but if she
is wise, she sees the end from
the beginning. A good story or
a good poem memorized, digni-
fies the commonplace routine.
Let us have pupils read, the
best, memoriZe good poems, and
with the help of parents who
are willing to pay the price for
good books, the teacher can do
much to raise the reading level.
Our Board of Education has for
several years given us the
privilege of choosing ten or
more books each year to add to
our school room shelves. Because
of !this courtesy, I think the
pupils’ standard of good read-
ing has been lifted.

In one of James Russell
Lowell’s “Book of Addresses” he
has given this legend of olden
times: Thére was a peasant.
who in his way was a good-for-

he had the good luck to offer a
sacrifice especially pleasing to
God, and is taken to heaven. He
finds the Almighty sitting in
something like the “best room"
of a peasant’s home; on being
asked what reward he would
like for the good 'service he has
done, he glances around the
room, and sees a half worn out
bagpipe in one corner, and al-
ways having had a passionate
desire for one, begs eagerly that
it be bestowed upon him. The
Lord with a smile of pity at the
meanness of his choice, grants
him his boon.. The peasant
goes back to earth delighted
with his prize. “With an in-
finite possibility within his
reach, with the choice of wis.
dom, of power, of beauty at his
tongue’s end, he asks according
to his kind, and his sordid wish
is answered with a gift as sor-
did.” )

The application of this acci-
dent to the choice of books Is
evident. The uplifting of the
democratic masses depends up-
on the implanting at home and
schools of the taste for . good
reading. A recent. copy of
Readers’ Digest says, “A child
who does not read reasonably
well is doomed to failure in
school.” Let us as parents and
teachers do all we can to lift
our, children above' sordid' sur-
roundings. The value of true

nothing kind of a fellow. But|

kind of joy that comes from be-
ing able to accomplish some-
thing.

Reading gives lasting joy, and
not the temporary joy of being
entertained only for the mo-
ment. It provides opportunity
for the fullest development of
the thought, feeling, and con-
duct of each person, to the end
that he may realize ‘the greater
good to himself and society.

STATE DEPARTMENT
NEEDS REORGANIZATION

WASHINGTON.—What Pat Hur-
ley said was true.

For many months, evidence has
been leaking from the state depart-
ment suggesting the permanent un-
derlying clique was unsympathetic
with top policy, and undermining
it in subtle little ways. Yet there
was nothing sufficiently provable to
warrant printing.

The men within the department
who have noticed the condition have
been so frightened they dared not
speak, even privately, outside of the
depgrtment.

Because of the stands they
have taken within the depart-
ment they knew they were sus-
pect to the reigning group, and
occasionally thought they were
being followed or their tele-
phone conversations tapped.

- Even business men dealing

there have noticed the condi-

tion, compared notes about. it
among themselves, and won-
dered its extent. But until the
retiring ambassador to China
spoke out with direct charges,
the tter never reached the

State Secretary Byrnes, my in-
formants say, does not know the
facts, nor did his predecessor, Mr.
Stettinius. Byrnes promised a de-
partmental reorganization and
brought.in a few top men, but this
was as far as his reorganization
went.

And today, more men are being
taken into the clique than are leav-
ing it. The various bureaucratic
holdovers of the Roosevelt regime,
losing their war jobs in other de-
partments, have been seeking
couches in state.

It is a peculiar condition dnd has
never been accurately defined, not
even by Mr. Hurley in his restrict-

do not hold meetings and agree to
undermine this or that. They are
merely of one mind on some basic
ideas.

For one thing, they are unsym-
pathetic with American foreign pol-
icy today. For another, they agree
in their distrust of anyone who
would question Russia in the slight-
est upon any subject. They are not
Communists’ but their minds are
guided by the Communist. grooves
of thought.

FASCISTS OBJECTED
TO BY STATE CLIQUE

Objectionable things are ta them
“‘fascistic.”” Hence Chiang Kai-shek
is a Fascist; Russia, a democracy.
But they branch off from Commu-
nist grooves to others strangely
enough.

The British have the best diplo-
macy, they think; hence Britain like-
wise can do no wrong. They are
known also as *‘the striped trousers
set,” affecting the uniform of the
Downing street djplomats beyond
necessities.

To define what specific under-
mining they do is difficult. They
are an invisible wall of resist-
ance. Hurley had two men in
the far eastern division in mind
in his charges. '

These two, he apparently
caught telling the Chinese to
pay no attention to him, and
spreading around at cocktail
parties the notion that the
American foreign policy was
temporary, that it would not
back Chungking in postwar. Be-
yond this apparently he hdd no
convincing evidence.

His purpose in reversing himself
abruptly and deciding to quit with a
challenging public statement, was

‘| to force a congressional investiga-

tion. A thorough one no doubt
would force a reorganization which

‘| not even a secretary of state has

been able to effect in his own de-
partment.

Before Byrnes and Stettinius,
Mr. Hull knew very well what
was going on. He could read
in the papers daily, the planted
news leaked from his depart-
ment against him, and he
thought Sumner Welles, his ‘as-
sistant, was doing it, but Welles
was only the temporary outlet'
for the clique within. Not even
Hull could do much.

Mr. Byrnes has indicated his in-
tention to smile away the matter,
and there is danger that the Dem-

| ocratic administration will treat it

politically. Hurley is a Republican,
and his efforts for a congressional
inquiry may be shunted off as a po.
litical attack.

If the inquiry fails to develop. the
Americanization of the state depart.
ment may await a future genera.
tion. There is talk that Byrnes will
quietly start housecleaning to fore-
stall an inquiry, but he must neces-
sarily use a whiskbroom where DDT
is called for. y

Unless. something is done, Mr
Byrnes will find it increasingly dif.
ficult to effectuate his foreign pol-
fcy which . is sufficiently. popular
with the country to have passed be-
