Cancel Moultrie

Wheat Insurance
Program For 1948

The Moultrie County AAA of-
fice has just rzceived word thai
federal crop insurance on wheat
will not be offered in the coun-
4y -next year.- Recent congres-
sional action has limited the
scope of the program, and only
eight Illinois counties will have
a 1948 insurance program.

At present} there -are 198 in-
surance contracts in effect in
the county. Mr. Kimbrough,
county AAA chairman, pointed
out that these contracts are
valid as far as the 1947. wWheat
crop is concerned,.and a farmer
will be paid for any insured loss
to the 1947 crop. However, all
contracts in the county are to
be cancelled for the 1948 crop
year.

“The Federal Crop Insurance
Corporation believes that by
limiting the scope of the program
and trying our various insurance
plans, it will: be able tc offer
later a sounder insurance for
farmers.” Mr. Kimbrough said,
“We hope to be able to offer
this insurance to iwheat pro-
ducers in the county after the
experimental period is over.”

Recent Moultrie county land sales have been consum-
nated at high prices, but not speculative prices, de-
:pite the high prices for farm products. One of the reasons
‘or this may be that too many prospective buyers can
-emember the collapse of farm land prices after the first

‘Norld war.

During the land speculation period after the first war
vwany midwest farmers paid fabulous prices for farm land.
Jften they mortgaged land already paid for, to buy more,
ind when prices slumped, they lost all.

The sale of land did not increase very much during
‘his last war. Production was increased, prices were high-
r, and generally the farmer saw no reason to increase
1is acreage. Perhaps one of the reasons was that he could
10t get sufficient labor or machinery to farm more ground.

So far there has been no sudden drop in farm prices,
such as came after the first war, when exports to Europe
vere cut. This time the continued shipping of foodstuffs

“ 0 Europe, plus high consumption at home, has kept prices
1p. There is now indication that this European demand
nay be lessening. Obviously the artificial support of
yrices given by foreign shipments will not be permanent.

This is a time for land purchases only at prices justi-

‘jed by long-term income.

State’s Cash Balance
Reaches New High

Richard Yates Rowe, State
Treasurer, announces that the
total cash balance of all funds
as of July 31 amounted to $1,117-
149,131.45. This is the highest
total fund cash balance in Illi-
nois history and includes un-
employment trust funds on de-
posit in Washington, D. C., as
well as World War II  bonus
funds.

Rowe said general revenue
funds increased $7,771,424.48 to
a ‘total of $122,746,013.75. State
funds increased $315,124.88 to a
total of $608,282,383.83. Trust
funds decreased $966,914.97 to
$493,102,445.53.

Rowe listed increases in the
four major sources or receipts
as follows: retailer’s occupation
tax deposits for July were $11,-
128,027.28 as compared to $9,-
972,839.34 last July. Deposits for
the first seven months of 1947
were $87,697,152.72 as compared
to $67,167,012.86 for the same
period last year, an increase of
$20,530,139.86.

“Motor fuel taxes increased to
$5,128,941.03 as compared to
$4,457,202.50, an increase of $671-
738.53. Collections deposited the
first seven months of 1947 to-
taled $29,792,007.27 an increase

period a year ago.

Motor vehicle licenses for
July totaled $595,869.17 as com-
pared to $408,566.29 a year ago.
Seven months total deposits were
$24,130,914.98; an increase of $1,-
648,279.20 over the same period
in 1946. :

Cigarette taxes for July were
$2,289,485.15 compared to $1,451,-
540.93; an increase of $837,917.22.

Consérvation Work
To Be Resumed

Conservation activities by
Moultrie county farmers under
the 1947 Agricultural Conserva-
tion program (ACP) have been
resumed according to Chairman
Kimbrough of the County Ag-
ricultural Conservation com-
mittee.

Uncertainty in the amount of
funds available for wuse this
year necessitated suspension of
the program for a period of
several weeks. This situation
has now been clarified and ACP
activities have been resumed,
he stated.

Surveys are now being made
by county officials throughout
the county to determine the
amount of work done under the
program during the first five
months of this year, he stated.
This will give some indication of
the extent of funds available
for practices during the remain-
ing five months of 1947.

Vets In Training
Get More Money

Disabled veterans enrolled in
educational and training courses
under - government sponsorship
for rehabilitation purposes will
receive an increase in their min-
imum allowances beginning the
first of September.

This year’s Illinois State Fair
was notable for something more
than the extent and high quali-
ty of its exhibits. The great ag-
ricultural exposition, for prob-
ably this first time in its long
history, was free from flies. It
was difficult to find a single
one of these loathsome insects
anywhere on the grounds. A dili-
gent search from one eating
place to another, from barn to
barn and pen to pen disclosed
only a dozen or so flies all told.
Mosquitos and other evening
pests were also extremely scarce.

The reason was DDT. During
two weeks preceding the fair the
State Department of Public
Health sprayed grounds and
buildings with a 25 per cent solu-
tion of DDT. Throughout the ten
days of the exposition a close
inspection for flies was kept up
at all restaurants, stables, gar-
bage areas and toilets. Manure
and garbage was moved daily
so far as possible, and spraying
was repeated when it seemed
necessary. The result, no flies.

Broom Corn
Harvest Under Way

The Central Illinois: hroom corn
harvest has started in the Hum-
boldt vicinity. Clarence Hovis,
who lives southwest of that vil-
lage, cut a 20-acre plct last week.
By Sept. 1 the harvest is expect-
ed to be in full swing. It is
said that Hovis had been offered
$450 per ton to leave the crop
for seed. He expected to rea-
lize $500 per ton by cutting the
crop for brush. Hovis harvested
about seven tons of brush.

The quality of the crop is re-
ported as good, and fiber with
a good green color is said to be
in demand.

According to the latest govern-
ment crop report, Illinois will
produce only 2,00C tons of broom
corn this year compared with
3,300 tons in 1946 and an average
of 7,262 tons per year for the
past decade. Those sticking by
this crop advise they expect to
make more off of it than any
other crop. In fact, one grower
advises he expects to net more
from his 30 acres of broom corn
than he will from all of the
other 150 acres that he is farm-
ing, should the hot weather con-
tinue to deteriorate the field
corn and soybeans. The govern-
ment estimate for August showed
an anticipated yield of 33,-
200 tons of broom corn this year
in the six principal producing
states as compared with a pro-
duction of 43,900 tons last year
and an average of 45,813 tons
per year for the preceding ten
years.

Report Misuse Ot
New School Law

President Charles B. Shuman
of the Illinois Agricultural As-
sociation today urged rural peo-
ple to vote down at this time any
proposal for school reorganiza-
tion that had not been approved
by county school survey com-
mittees.

Such action was recommend-
ed by Shuman following reports
from county Farm Bureaus of
the misuse of the new Commu-
nity Unit District act passed in
the last session of the General
Assembly. ' This act provides a
simple method of establishing
a 12-grade school district with
wider representation 'on the
school board.

. “A number of township and
community high school districts
are attempting to use this new
school law to grab additional
territory.” Shuman said. =i

“They are circulating petitions
for elections in a frenzied at-
tempt to secure territory before
a neighboring district can get it.
If their attempts are successful,
districts are likely to be formed
that do not fit into the long
range plans and recommenda-
tions of the county school survey
committees or meet the needs of
people of the various commu-
nities. Such action is a threat
to sound school reorganization.

“The Illinois vAgricultural As-
sociation was one of the spon-
sors of the Community Unit Dis-
trict act at the request of many
county school survey, commit-

tees and we object to seeing the
act misused.

“It would be most unfortunate-
if hasty, ill-advised action un-
der the Community Unit Dis-
trict act woul\{i side track a more
deliberate, impartial and prac-
tical school reorganization plan,
Wisely used, the act can be of
great advantage to the Illinois
public school system,” Shuman
concluded.

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New Bill Makes

More Normal School
Scholarships Open

An estimated 1200 Illinois high
‘school graduates of 1945, ’46, and
’47 became eligible td apply for
unused college scholarships at
Charleston, Normal, DeKalb,
‘Carbondale, and Macomb when
a bill affecting Teachers College
scholarships was signed into
law by Governor Green on July
21 of this year.

Before the passage of the new
law, scholarships lapsed if not
awarded, if the holder failed to
apply at one of the colleges, or
if the holder dropped out after
entering. In recent years there
have been many such cases.
Many high school principals did
not even certify candidates for
the scholarships, which can be
awarded in all Illinois schools.
The larger schools receive up
to three scholarships.

Alert youngsters in the upper
quarter of their graduating class,
even back to 1945, can now
claim these unused scholarships
by applying to their high school
principals. The law is retroac-
tive to 1945. Even students al-
ready enrolled in one of the col-
leges may find themselves eligi-
ble for one of the scholarships,
which are worth in four years a
maximum of $360. They pay all
tutition and fees at any one of
the five teachers colleges.

A second change in the scholar-
ship law makes it unnecessary for
the holder to pay fees in ad-
vance. Heretofore, the student
paid at the beginning of each
term and was reimbursed later.

A study made in 24 central
and eastern counties of Illinois
in July and August of this year
by Eastern Illinois State College
of Charleston showed that schol-
arships were not issued in some
28 high schools of this area and
that approximately one-half of
the scholarship holders had not
applied for admission as of Au-

MOULTRIE COUNTY'S FOREMOST WEEKLY
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Motor Laws Are
Changed By New
_.State Legislature

Changes in the state law hav-
‘ing to do with financial respon-
sibility of motorists in connec-
tion with automobile accidents
were listed today by Secretary
Edward J. Barrett. The changes
are the result of action by the
recent General Assembly and ap-
proved by Gov. Dwight H, Green.

" One change extends the time
for certification of a motorist in-
volved. in an accident. Formerly
the Department of Public Works
and Buildings was allowed 30
days in which to certify motor-
ists to the Safety Financial Re-
sponsibility division under Sec-
retary Barrett for failure to com-
ply with the law.

Now, under House Bill 256 by
Reps. Homer B. Harris, R., Lin-
coln; David Hunter, R., Rockford;
Rollo R. Robbins, R., Augusta;
and Fred J. Hart, R., Streator,
the period in_ which to certify
has been extended to 45 days
to allow more time for checking
on the accident.

The bill, signed into law on
June 4 and effective on July 1,
also provides that the law is to
be known as “The Safety Re-
sponsibility Law,” that the word
‘“operator” is to be synonomous
with the word “driver” and that
data .on accidents must be sub-
mitted to Secretary Barrett on
request in specific cases.

Another change is that pro-
vided for in House Bill 260 by the
same authors off House Bill 256,
to place accidents involving
death or injury in the same cate-
gory as accidents involving only
property damage. Formerly the
law provided that accidents in-
volving death and injury must
be reported within 24 hours.

' Now, under House Bill 260
which was signed June 4 and
became effective July 1, the law
is amended to allow 10 days in-
stead of 24 hours in which to
report. accidents involving death
or injury-the same as for prop-
erty damage cases. This bill also
makes it the duty of an auto-
. mobile owner to report an acci-
dent if the driver fails to do so.

Under House Bill 338 by Rep.
i W. B. Westbrook, R., Harrisburg,
the amount of the motor vehicle
liability bond which owners of
rented cars may file in lieu of
insurance is increased from $2,-
500 to $11,000. The measure
amends a section of the motor
vehicle act to make such owners
' liable to the same extent as is
" required of drivers'in'the Safety
Responsibility  law.

Two others signed into law are
House Bills 987 and 206. The
first authorizes destruction of
_data  in connection with auto-
“.mobile accidents and the sec-
ond amends section 29j of the
Motor Vehicle Act dealing with
highway traffic violations by
combining the two forms of the
f section. .

House Bill 987 authorizes the
director of the Department of
Public Works and Buildings to
destroy all records of accidents
after the expiration .of three
years following the accident. It
was offered by Rep. Homer Har-
ris. House. Bill 206 was sponsored
by Rep. R. J. Branson, R., Cen-
tralia, as part of a series of
45 clarification measures.

Suggests Corn |

Borer Control
With DDT Dust

A 5 percent DDT dust applied
at the rate of 25 to 30 pounds
an acre is suggested for corn
borer control by G. C. Decker, en-
tomologist, State Natural His-
tory Survey and the University
of Illinois.

From one to four or five appli-
cations will be needed. If four
or five applications are to be
used, the first should go on a
day. or so after the first eggs
hatch in the field. It fewer ap-
plications are to be made, start
four or five days later, and if
only one is to be made, apply
it abut 10 days after the first
eggs hatch,

Decker questions the advisabil-
ity of treating corn in the gen-
eral area of Champaign county
where the infestation of corn
borers is comparatively low. Far-
ther north and west, however,
treatment should increase the
margin of profit.

“Our research on insecticides
for corn borer control indicates
that,” where borer populations
are high, treatment of early-
planted corn, which we all know
is most serevely damaged, will
pay dividends,” Decker said.

At present DDT and a new
material called Ryania seem tn
be outstanding for control oper-
ations. Both may be used: as
sprays or dusts. However, DDT
has the advantage of availabil-
ity, as Ryania is handled by only
a few dealers.

When DDT is used as a spray,
use either two or three pounds
of a 50 percent DDT wettable
powder or one quart of a 25 per-
cent DDT emulsion concentrate
in 100 gallons of water, and ap-
ply 100 to 150 gallons an acre.
As a dust Decker recommends
applying a 5 percent DDT dust
at the rate of 25 to 30 pounds an
acre.

To obtain the maximum pro-
tection on heavily infested corn,
four and sometimes five ap-
plications of spray or dust should
be made at about five to seven-
day intervals. Four applications
at about five-day intervals will
usually give 90 percent control or
better. Market gardeners who
produce early roasting ears must
strive for perfection, and they
usually use a four of five treat-
ment schedule.

Decker pointed out that one or
two treatments will affect 50
to 70 percent of the total con-
trol accomplished by a full
schedule of treatments. There-
fore producers who want pro-
tection from serious losses but
who are not striving for nearly
perfect ear protection often
choose to use a reduced number
of treatments, the number de-
pending on the value of the
crop or the seriousness of the in-
festation. Canners often use three
or four treatments, hybrid seed
producers one, two or three, and
the producers of field corn only
one or two unless they are shoot-
ing for a yield record.

There is considerable varia-
tion in cost, depending on the
equipment used, quantities of
material purchased and other
factors. Last year cost figures
reported by several growers
ranged from $1.75 to $3.50 per
acre per application for mater-
ials and labor.

Then
there began a 45 minute battle
of wits, while he sat in the chair
with the pistol first lying be-
side him, then in his hand, as
the Millers pleaded for their
lives, and endeavored to get him
to leave the trailer. Finally To-
many agreed to leave the trail-
er, but told the Millers, “I'll be

"l watching you.”

Tomany, it is said, went from
the Miller trailer to -one of the
truck drivers, and asked him tec
get him 4 shells for hi} pistol,
because “I have five or six peo-

|| ple I have to kill.”

Worked That Evening
Tomany then went to the bingo
stand, and the Millers, fearful

{|of their lives, also went to the
|stand, and along with the other

employes worked the evening’s

games. “I was scared, and ner-
vous,” said Miller Saturday af-
ternoon, “and I wasn’t going

very good calling the numbers.
One of my friends on the lot
came over, and said ‘Whitey,
vour not doing so good.  Take a
rest, and let me call a few
games’.” It was at this time that
Miller was able to get word to
the carnival manager regarding
Tomany, and it was the manager
who notified Officer Harchous.

“We were under a terrific
strain,” said Miller Saturday.
“From the description in the

magazine we knew he was a
desperate man. And he told us
over and over again, ‘TIl Kkill
anybody who tries to stop me’.”
Recognizes Faces
Little Linda Miller, who iden-
tified Tomany, is a beautiful
photogenic child. When the News
reporter visited the Millers Sat-
urday she was at the amphi-
theatre watching the free acts.
When a carnival employee
brought her to the trailer home
of the Millers she was crying
because she had to leave the
show. She was dressed in cow-
boy boots and shorts, and boast-
ed an attractive tan. The tears
stopped as she agreed to pose
for a picture and was allowed to
return to the free show. Later
she posed for the photographer
dressed in an attractive dimity
dress and with a cunning hair-
do.

“She has always been good at
recognizing faces,” said her
mother, who proved a charming
hostess. “During the war we lived
in Florida and many sailors
came to our home from the naval
air base, for entertainment and
dinner. Linda was a collector of
pictures and, she could run
through them and identify them
easily after a visit at our home.”

Linda is easily the darling of
the carnival lot, and her identi-
fication of Tomany seemed no
surprise to carnival employees
who knew her and traveled w1th
her.

Tomany was sought under a
variety of aliases, all of them
Irish, such as McLane, McLean,
Tammany, and Stover. He is said
to have used the name of Glea-
son with this:show, but he car:
ried papers, including a dis-
charge certificate, supposedly
forged or stolen, giving his name
as Eugene ‘M. Flynn He was
supposedly born in Armagh, Ire-
land, August 13, 1911. His height
was - 5 ft. 8% inches, weight 160
lbs. His occupations are given

as bricklayer, cook, and laborer,

He served a
term in the Connecticut state
prison for robbery, getting out in
1941. In 1934 he was sentenced

five years, but was pardoned af-
ter 36 months. Many other jail
sentences and arrests show on
his record.

The murder for which he was
sought was alleged to have been
committed in Beaumont, Texas
August 9, 1946, while Tomany
was with the Frank Ward shows.
The exact details of the brutal
murder are not known here, but
it is alleged that Tomany stab-
bed the man with a pitchfork,
and at one time it was described
how he and a companian threw
the body against a wall many
times.

The murdered man was Eugene
“Slim” Weaver, also an employee
of the Ward shows. In one ac-
county of the murder, it is said
that Tomnay beat Weaver with
his fists, jumped up and down
on the prone victim, them emp-
tied a 5 gallon can of water over
him to revive him. After that he
threw Weaver outside of the car
in some weeds, leaving him for
dead. Tomany, it is alleged, then
ransacked Weaver’s suitcase,
donned some of the victim’s
clothes, and boasted that he
“loked pretty good in them.”
Weaver was taken to a hospital
where he died in four or five
hours.

In the F. B. I. circular des-
cribing and seeking Tomany, he
was described as “dangerous,
and may be armed.”

in Beaumont, Texas, Oct. 11,
1946, charging Tomany with

On Saturday afternoon two em-

ployees of the F. B. L office in |

Springfield, came to Sullivan to
question; Tomany. He admitted
the murder, as he had earlier
to questioning by local officers.
On Monday a United State mar-
shall took Tomany to Danville
for arraignment in the United
States district court. He will be
held there for Texas officers,
who are expected to prosecute
him on the murder charge.

Miller, for whom Tomany
worked, said Saturday: “ I guess
I'm just a soft hearted fool. I
understand there is. & reward for
capture and identification of
Tomany:  If. I get some of it
through Linda’s identification,
I'm going to send it to Tomany.
He was good help, and he was
kind to the kid as long as he
was himself. I can only feel
sorry for him. So I'm going to
send him the money to buy cig-
arets and make him as com-
fortable as possible.”

When questioned about the
episode a few hours earlier, Mil-
ler said, “I donit hold it against
him. I was scared and thought
he might kill us all, but he
was out of his mind. This thing
has been worrying him and he
wasn’t himself.”

Tomany posed for pictures in
the county jail as if it was an
old thing to him. He told Sheriff
Glen Braden, “I'm glad 1t'
over. Now I can get some rest.
